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Issues returning garbage to shore
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Summary of survey results

Nearly all boats have plastic waste

Most vessels create food waste

Plastic usually the biggest volume of garbage
Most people store garbage in plastic bags
Most people store the bags on the deck
Problems with reception facilities and space
Nearly everyone finds plastic at sea

Not enough advice around on the regulations
